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 Does your name really matter? It does to you. 
It did to someone else who taught you the gospel. It 
is easy to think that you are just another name on a 
list. In school roll call, waiting in the doctor’s office or 
any other of numerous occasions where you are 
found waiting for your name to be called. Think about 
this. 
 
You were once a name on someone’s list of people 
to teach the gospel. It could have been a physical list 
or a mental list but the important thing is that some 
one thought enough of you to teach you the gospel. 
A blessing that I am sure you are always counting.  
 
Here in Asuncion we are starting a program where names are submitted by the members. Names 
of friends, family and acquaintances that they would like to share the gospel with. We give them a 
small paper back bound version of the gospel of John with a study guide in hopes that we could 
study with them and spark an interest. We remind them from time to time to remember the names 
of those around them that need to learn the gospel. We are looking for receptive hearts. Please 
pray for these efforts and the contacts that are made. 
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Raul was baptized on the 3rd of February. He is the boyfriend “novio” of 
Gina Vera. The congregation here currently does not have a baptistery but 
one of the members is taking care of a house that has a pool and we were 
able to use that for the baptism. Keep Raul in your prayers as he continues 
to grow in the faith. This is Enoch and Raul just before he became your 
brother. 
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This month was filled with many activi-
ties including the arrival of our team-
mates and the beginning of school for 
the children.  
Our teammates Troy and Andrea ar-
rived only a few days later than the 
original plan with the delay in Bolivia.  
They have been busy with beginning 
language school, buying a car, house 
hunting, getting phones, getting drivers 
license, etc.  Thankfully, we are still 
working through these settling in tasks 
and are able to help in some situations.  

 
Troy was able to join our Spanish lessons and Andrea was able 
to find a teacher, Patricia; she is the sister of our teacher. This 
makes for a fun situation and an easy commute for them.  
 

The children began school on February 10th.  This is the normal 
time that schools begin here after the summer break of Decem-
ber and January.  (It feels really strange saying summer break 
with the months of December and January) I attended the first 
parent meeting and to my surprise the schools here are dealing 
with the same kind of issues of the schools in the states, with cell 
phones, too much time involved with various types of media, i.e. 
Facebook, Twitter, etc.  The parents also complained about the 
uniforms and offered their many suggestions for the new school 
year.  Other than the Spanish, the meeting felt like a normal par-
ent meeting.  The kids are enjoying their new school. It is bilin-
gual so if there are any issues with communication there is some-
one there to help. They are making friends and attending birthday 
parties. We are very proud of how well they are adjusting.  
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Paraguay Fact #3 
Directions for riding the bus or “colectivo”. Find a shady spot on a major road to wait for the bus. 
When you see the number of the bus that will take you the closest to your destination ask them to 
stop by sticking your hand out in the street. Have Gs 2.100 ($.44) ready to give to the bus driver 
and hold on. When you are ready to stop, pull the rope that rings a bell and the bus will stop when 
it is convenient for the driver.
