All is fine on the DR side, and based on our knowledge, the Cap Haitian area is fine as well.  

However, But we fear it's bad in Port Au Prince.  

 Brian, Brad and Norm just got off a conference call regarding the desire to help in Haiti.  As you 

may recall, Brian and Brad both speak fluent Creole and are currently working together on several 

Haiti projects.  Brad is a trained Nurse Practitioner and Brian has excellent skills for extremely harsh 

physical conditions, and both have a ton of missionary experience in Haiti.  So Brad and Brian are 

flying in to the DR tomorrow evening, and will be crossing the border into Haiti the following morning 

(Thursday) to do an assessment.  After which, we will coordinate our efforts to lend whatever 

support we can be to the folks in Port Au Prince based on their assessment and recommendation as 

to how we can help.  Lord willing, Brad will have communication tools (satellite phone) to keep us 

informed and updated. 

 Once Brad & Brian decide how best to respond, our administrative team (Laura Beth, Monica and 

Norm) will communicate how we think we can help, and what help we need from folks stateside.   



 We hope and pray that our contacts in the US could join us in our efforts once we know exactly 

what we think we can do.  Likely that will entail a much larger medical and relief team and financial 

assistance, but we need to hear from Brad and Brian after they get to PAP to do see the conditions.  

(Our plan is also to try to get to Roberta's place as soon as possible.  Roberta, some of you know, is 

not in Haiti currently; Thomas is in charge and fully capable, but may need some reinforcements. 

 Please prayerfully consider joining in a relief team even though we don't know exactly when those 

groups would go. But please go ahead and send your skills and the area in which you may be able 

to serve on a relief team whether it be language skills (Creole), medical skills, or construction. 

Please send this information to Laura Beth Lamb so she can begin to compile a list of those 

interested. 

 

Pray for all of those working in the days ahead to meet the needs all around them. Pray that Brian, 

Brad and Wesley (Brian and Tammie's son) have safe travels.

Brian, Brad, and Wesley are on their way to Santiago, where Norm will pick them up and drive them to 

the Haitian border.  Please pray that they have a safe trip and are given guidance and strength from 

above! 

 

Thank you to all who have already responded about helping in some way.  We will be in contact with 

you shortly with a response but will not know exactly how we can be of help until tomorrow morning.  

We will continue to keep you informed on ways you can be of service.

Brian Wallace and his son Wesley and Brad Gautney are among a team that includes Holly Eckhert and 
Melissa Jung, both registered nurses, and Luckson Previl, a Haitian, all with Haiti experience and able to 
speak Creole. They arrived at the Mission of Hope children's home which is about 30-40 minutes from 
Port Au Prince.

If you're wondering why you're getting this email update about our role (Manna) and you do know or 
remember who I am....  Rather than replying individually, to get everyone updated as soon as possible as 
about the situation in Haiti, I sent this to everyone in my email list.  So, you probably are either family 
or friends.  Some may be acquaintances I've had in the past and failed to remove you from my email list, 
sorry.  But, I wanted to keep you informed of the work we're doing in Haiti. 

 First of all, we are all safe and where I believe God needs us to be.  Thank you for your prayers, I 
promise they were answered.  We saw some miracles yesterday just in the DR, on the way to Haiti. 

Most of you know that I (along with an amazing team) have been involved in the work in Haiti and the 
Dominican for some time. I'm now permanently based in the DR helping lead the program along side of 
some incredible folks.  My co-directors are Brad Gautney and Brian Wallace.  They are leading our on-
going Haiti project and are also now leading our relief response to the earthquake in Port Au Prince.  
We've mobilized our team to assist with the earthquake disaster.  Below is the latest I know..... 

If this update doesn't answer your questions, I (or someone on the Manna team) will do our best to get 
back with you.  The update is long but hopefully is helpful to get perspective. 



Yesterday, Thursday, getting our Manna crew from the DR to Haiti was just about impossible to 
describe, and just about impossible to do, short of God delivering. But even more amazing is that God, 
by nothing sort of a few miracles, did get ALL our relief crew there! 

I live in the DR permanently, but many other of the Manna team flew in Wednesday night.  My job here 
on the DR side is to basically assist with staging of folks and resources to get to Haiti.  WE have vehicles, 
a large compound, and folks to assist when needed.  I'll stay in the DR to assist with whatever I need to, 
to the relief in Haiti.   

We arrived to Santo Domingo, DR yesterday morning (Thursday) thinking that they would either fly or 
drive to the Haiti boarder.  Turns out, that plan was shared by countless other relief teams; news crews 
(ABC, NBC, FOX, etc.) and other profit seekers (yuk!!).  And, as you have probably heard, the boarders 
between the DR and Haiti were closed, reopened, closed again, etc.  And, the airport in Haiti was already 
so full of planes, and with the need to get C-130's to deliver supplies, most of the folks in the DR at the 
airport were not able to get to Haiti.  The airport was closed.  Planes had no space to park in Port Au 
Prince and we thus turned away. 

However, God delivered a UN (United Nations) plane to us which was very expensive, (see below)!  And 
UN planes had clearance to land, when none others did.  So, by the grace of God, I saw the last of our 
crew take off from the DR around 8:30PM last night, and arrived there 20 minutes later to Port Au 
Prince (it's a very quick jet ride from the Santo Domingo to the DR).  I then drove back to Rio San Juan, 
arriving around midnight last night. The Manna team has satellite phones and other communication 
services where they are, but communications may be limited just based on the task they need to focus 
on now.  They are staying at a children's home compound  (Mission of Hope, I want to say) 30-45 
minutes out of Port Au Prince, which is safe and has full supplies (for now). 

Our Manna relief team consists of literally some of the most skilled workers you could ask for in terms of 
medical relief and helping in this situation. Many of you know Brad and Monica Gautney and his clinical 
skills and their relief work in Cap Haitian for years in Haiti.  Brian Wallace and his son Wesley are two of 
the most versatile and familiar folks with Haiti, also speaking Creole.  Brian is a former member of 
"Special Forces' for the S. African army but has been a missionary for the last 30 years; of which many of 
those were in Haiti.  He will keep our team as safe as possible. Also among there are Holly Eckhert and 
Melissa Jung, two RN nurses and former Haitian missionaries who "just happen to be" working in the DR 
with our team here for a 3 month period, when the earthquake struck.  Also visiting me was Luckson 
Previl, a 2nd year optometry student, but a person who can only be describe as my brother, who 
happens to be Haitian and is one of the finest persons I've ever met.  Our entire team has a collective 
ton of Haitian culture and condition experience, clinical experience, and they all speak Creole! I don't 
think we could have asked for a more incredible team.   

You'll be hearing from us as soon as updates are available.   

But, to be perfectly honest, the financial need is very strong.  We were able to borrow money to 
purchase about $5,000 in bandages, drugs, and medical supplies here in the DR.  In addition, the 
transportation cost to get folks there was very very expensive, but we kept saying that if our child or our 
brother or our mother/father were there waiting to receive relief, what expense we would pay to have 
that relief come?  And we concluded, there was no price we wouldn't pay.  And that was just the 
approach we had to take. For whatever reason, we had the skills and abilities to help in this crisis, so we 
trusted that we were meant to go. Yes, prices have skyrocketed like you could not even imagine. 
Transportation cost now about 400% higher than two day ago, and likely will go higher.  And we 



had/have two choices, pay what we have to do help; or stay resolute to not pay the profiteers.  Perhaps 
we were wrong, but we made a choice that we believed was God's desire, and that's to help at all cost.    

(Haiti, unless you've been, is just indescribable.  Such pricing is totally to be expected.  When any critical 
event occurs in Haiti, prices go through the roof and supplies get very scarce; you can only imagine what 
will happen in this situation.) The very fact that many relief worker folks are still waiting to get in, 
regardless of their financial resources (and some had deep, deep pockets), and we were able to get on 
the UN plane was just amazing.   

We don't have all the answers and we can't heal all the hurting.  But I promise the team we've placed 
there (or more properly stated God placed) is incredible and honorable and I'm so thankful and proud to 
have a tiny role in their work.  They will do excellent work.  Many have asked how long we will be there 
and what physical help we need. That answer will come as we learn more and hear from those on the 
ground there.  We will let you know as soon as we know. 

It was an amazing day yesterday.  I learned a ton about emergency relief efforts in a third world 
country.  How it works, and just as importantly how it doesn't work.  But, in the end, our folks are where 
they need to be, saving lives, helping the hurting, and changing lives.  It's good to be on this team.  
Thank you, God.

Please continue. Only God can solve this.  We cannot no matter what skills we have; we hope we are 
used by Him. (If I missed someone who might be interested in this, please pass to them.)

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Our group was in Port au Prince today and was able to check the children's home run by Roberta. She was out of town at 

the time of the earthquake but is booked on a flight through MFI in the morning. Sadly, we had gotten word earlier in the 

week that one of the children had been killed when an outer wall fell, but the rest of the children are well. Most of the outer 

walls are down, but their home appears to have no structural damage. The kids are managing very well and and will have 

part of our group staying with them for the next few days. They have the food they need and are boiling water from their 

well. Thankful to hear the children are doing well and have a safe place to sleep at night! 

 

Most of the group was going out into the city to be of help where ever they are needed. As they were driving through the 

city, they "happened" to see a surgeon and director of an NGO that they had met in the DR.  They stopped to talk with him 

and he told them there was a hospital that was in serious need of help and how to get there.  They went directly there 

and hundreds of people were waiting, needing medical attention and very few medical personal.  Our team was put to work 

immediately and worked there all day.  They eventually had to leave to insure they were back to Mission of Hope before 

dark. 

 

There is a water and fuel shortage now, so travel is limited and difficult. Through a conference call this morning, we were 

able to discuss some options for taking groups but we are praying that God gives us guidance in making some big 

decisions. 

 

Words cannot express the gratitude we feel for all of you who have sent encouraging words, verses, offered help, 

donations, and really the list could go on forever! Please continue to relay all communication through Laura Beth Lamb 

whether you are interested in going on a relief trip or would like to make a donation. 100% of your donation will be sent to 

Haiti for relief and on-going support. Donations can be made through our website or by sending a check to MGM (PO Box

We're praying that God directs those working in Haiti to where they are needed most and that they will take His light and 

hope with them as they go.

I hope I've gotten through most of the emails.  If I needed to respond to an email from you and didn't  
We are working to continue to establish a supply line for our team there in Port Au Prince.  We are 
hearing from them on are regular basis.  Monica Gautney is our main communication link with Brad 
Gautney who's leading the team.  Everyone is doing well physically.   
 
Our main focus is continuing to help with the relief team we have in place, and gather information for an 
extended aide process.  We will be very challenged to get food, water, fuel, and medicines to our 
workers.  As hopefully you got the MGM update, you'll know that our team is working in a hospital that 
had few, if any, clinicians until they arrived.  By the Grace of God, they were lead right to this place and 
countless people were there waiting to be seen.

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In speaking with Roberta just before she boarded her plane to Port Au Prince, she's reminded me of the 
long term needs that will be present for much time to come.  All those not receiving immediate 
treatment, inadequate treatment, and because of the poor quality of the water supply, inevitably 
a second round of critical clinical needs will arise.  Infections, fevers, and various diseases will set in 
quickly.   The healthcare issues will be massive and long term. 
 
We're continuing to look both short term and long term as to how we can best help.  Many of you have 
offered to go in with us.  We continue to try to define exactly what role our folks can fill, and how to 
support that team with needed supplies, safety, lodging, and transportation.  As you all have seen on 
the news, it's a huge logistical problem. 
 
With an estimated 1.5 million people displaced, we are so thankful that our major building structures 
(children's home, feeding center, etc.) appear to have suffered little or no damage.   That allows our 
attention to be focus on others. 
 
Roberta is back in Port Au Prince.  I know what she and the rest are seeing is horrible.  I did get an email 
from Luckson, sharing a portion of it I think may be helpful in your understanding their position: 
 

From Luckson: ----------------------- 
Norm, it is bad here. We worked at an hospital  today and it was bad. I have no words to explain 
what I was seeing today. I had to tell a 13 yrs old today that she was going to lost one of her 
eyes and it was hard.  It is hard for me to be here but I wouldn't changed this for anything else in 
this world. The Lord is using me and everyone in our group. 

 
Certainly, the Haitian people are suffering indescribably, but those close to the situation are 
also absorbing a lot of hurt by the critical conditions and their ability to only help so much.  Even though 
all of our team is well trained for Haiti conditions, this situation is overwhelming.  Please pray for them 
that they can deal with the pain in their own hearts as they help others. 
 
  God help us to help them.   ----Norm 

January 17, 2010 
Please be in further prayer about something that we have been praying for since we knew that it may be a 
possibility. Norm and some of his trusting Dominican helpers are on their way to the Dominican 
Republic/Haiti border with about 4,000 lbs. of supplies for Roberta, including 2 tents, rice, beans, oil for 
lamps, water, 75 gallons of gas and diesel, etc. He will be picking up 5 of our team, including Wesley 
Wallace, Melissa Jung, Holly Eckhart, Luckson Previl and Josh Wyatt. They will be staying near Santiago or 
Santo Domingo tonight and the ones who are traveling back to the states will be hopefully on their way 
back within the next 24 hours! The border authorities allowed Roberta to drive in so that they can do an 
easy transfer from truck to truck of the supplies he has for Roberta. 
 
Please, please pray that this transition goes well! This could open up so many possibilities for us and you 
to be of service to those in Haiti that need our help!  
 
Please don't forget to email Laura Beth Lamb if you are interested in serving as a doctor, construction 
worker, cook or just feel the need to help (and can speak Creole!). We do not any decisions made yet but 
will be in contact with you as soon as we have any details and prayerful decisions from Brad and Brian.

 We appreciate all of your prayers and concerns for our efforts to support Haiti!  

 

I will try to catch you up on what has happened over the past couple of days. We were informed that the 

borders were wide open and supplies could be brought through this way. A successful delivery to the 

border was made on Sunday night and Roberta and 4,000 lbs. of supplies made it safely back to her 

home. The supplies that she received have been a blessing to all she has been in contact with.  

 

Our Daihatsu [truck] is finding a new home in Haiti (the borders are currently open with no one stopping 

supplies or vehicles of supplies entering, so this is the time to get it through. The paperwork for this 

transfer on any other given day would take months to complete). Norm and Holly drove it to Santo 

Domingo and picked up Monica from the airport and Brian from the bus station. They loaded it with lbs. 

and lbs. of supplies. Say a prayer for them before you go to sleep tonight that they have a safe trip over 

the border and Norm has a safe trip back to Rio San Juan. We will be purchasing a new Daihatsu for the 

Manna/DR compound sometime this week.  

 

100% of your donations have been helping buy supplies including fuel, gas, food, tents, water, etc. for 

many in Haiti. We are continuing to find ways we can be of service! The Lord has blessed us so much 

with safe trips and exchanges of goods. Please continue to be in prayer that the borders will stay open. 

It is important for each of us to recognize that the need for clean water, food, medical assistance, and 

other things that sustain life will not end in a month or even six months.  We are committed to staying 

focused on the needs of those in Haiti for as long as we are needed.

Things are beginning to be sold on the streets again 

and fuel is becoming available. People are trying to get back to "normal" it seems. The Haitian people are the strongest 

people you can imagine." 

 

Norm and Holly have been able to catch up on some much needed sleep for those who have asked me! David Woodside 

arrived on Wednesday to Puerto Plata and Cory and TJ arrived yesterday. They are all currently in Santo Domingo with 

Norm arranging another huge supply run to the border tomorrow. They will leave around 5 a.m. and hopefully arrive at the 

border around noon tomorrow with about 10,000 lbs. of supplies for Roberta and Brian. Included in this supply run will be 

tents and 10,000 family supply packs with the following: 1 can of tomato paste, 1 bottle of vegetable oil, 1 bag of spaghetti, 

a 5 lb. bag of rice, 2 lbs. of beans, 2 cans of sardines and a few other items that families may need. Please pray that they 

are safe today as they run all around the capital to make purchases and arrange transportation! 

 

Over the past couple of days, we have been able to find transportation for Mark Pearson, Bob Whitaker, 6 people from an 

organization called One5 and 6 men from the Estes Church of Christ to get into Haiti. All have arrived (or are arriving 

today) safely! 

 

We are thankful to be working with the Estes Church of Christ and Christian Relief Fund in getting assistance to Roberta. 

They have been a blessing to work with! Through your donations to Manna Global Ministries, we have been able to stage 

and purchase items for 3 supply runs to the border for Roberta and Brian. We are so thankful for the opportunity to work 

with these groups in moving supplies into Haiti and that the borders have been open so we can easily transport these 

items into the country!

First Response: Crisis in Haiti 

Since the disaster occurred in Haiti on January 12, 
2010, Healing Hands International has been inundated 
with phone calls from generous Christians, churches, 
and volunteers wanting to help.  There have also been 
numerous inquiries about Haiti and how the need is 
being met.  We are grateful for all those who have 
provided so generously with compassion, prayer, and 
donations for the wonderful people of Haiti.   The 
following information will give you a closer look at how 
individuals, churches, and organizations are 
responding. 

 1. Who has gone or is going? 

Shortly after the first wave of tremors hit Haiti, David 
Heath and Ben Adkins from the Whites Ferry Road 
church of Christ in West Monroe, Louisiana were on 
the scene.  This first response team carried funds from 
Healing Hands to purchase food and water and was 
able to also distribute water filters from Healing Hands, 
which would provide clean water to more than 12,000.   

Last week, Dr. David Vanderpool, a member of the Harpeth Hills church and president of Mobile 
Medical Disaster Relief, along with his two sons, set up shop in Dominican Republic and treated 
300 Haitians in the first three days.   Healing Hands International and Mission Lazarus in 

Honduras were able to secure $300,000 in narcotics 
which could be used in Haiti. 

On Thursday, Allison Brown, Rebecca Brown, and 
Meredith Jones, all nurses, from Mission Lazarus, left 
for Haiti with six trunks of medical equipment and 
narcotics. 

On Friday, Dr. Bob Whittaker (Nigerian Christian 
Hospital) and Dr. Mark Pearson (professor at York 
College) left for Haiti to provide additional medical help.  

On Sunday, Lynn Griffith and Steve Church from the 
Hillsboro church in Nashville, Greg Beeson from the 
church in Smyrna, Tennessee, and Harry Hames from 
the Beltline church in Decatur, Alabama flew to Haiti for 
further work and assessment.

2.  What groups are we working with in Haiti? 
When the disaster struck, an immediate flow of information came from churches across the 
country, informing us of churches, preachers, orphanages, and others in Haiti who were supported 
by churches and individuals in the United States.  Healing Hands is quick to respond to this type 
of information, because it means that we have individuals within the country who can help with 
communication and with receiving materials from here.  In addition to the churches, some of our 
best contacts are: 
a.  Son Light Orphanage, operated by American Roberta Edwards 
b.  Hope for Haiti's Children, operated by American Debbie Vanderbeek 
c.  Haitian Christian Development Program, an organization set up by U.S. and Haitian Christians 
  to help emergency and sustainable efforts in Haiti. 

3.  What are we sending? 
The first 40-foot container from Healing Hands International was shipped to Haiti on Friday 
containing tents, medical supplies, and water filters.  An additional shipment of rice is in the works, 
and with the help of Metro Nashville schools and Maury County (Tennessee) schools, rice and 
beans are being collected to be shipped as well.  The shipment will arrive in the port of Gonaieves 
and will be met by representatives of the Son Light Orphanage and the Healing Hands 
assessment team. 

4. What else is being planned? 
Curt King, under contract with Healing Hands 
International to drill wells in Ethiopia and Sudan, will go 
to Haiti within weeks to drill 30 or more wells in Haiti. 

Two groups have offered to ship large six wheel 
vehicles to transport materials as soon as 
arrangements can be made. 

5. How long will it take? 
Healing Hands International looks at the disaster in 
Haiti much like the major tsunami in 2004.  Relief to 
Haiti will involve not months, but years.  As long as we 
have the funds, we will work to provide Haiti with 
medical aid, water and food, building materials, and for 
the long term, assistance in agriculture and other 
income producing skills. 

6. How can I help? 
Right now, what is needed most is financial support.  
As much as possible, we will be purchasing supplies 
needed in country.  This will serve better logistically, 
and it will also help the Haitian economy.   

As we progress, there will be a need to collect items for hygiene packs, building materials, and as 
always, additional medicine and medical supplies.

Thank you from Manna Global Ministries!  

It truly has been amazing to see God's hand at work these past 2 weeks in Haiti. In the face of a 

horrible tragedy, the Manna team found themselves among the most amazing people on the 

ground in hospitals, orphanages and even an airplane piloted by a Moroccan pilot adamant to get 

us into PAP despite not having clearance to do so! From the first moment Manna committed to 

traveling to Haiti, the prayers, support and encouragement passed on to us has continued to carry 

us through this challenging time. We thank you for that. 

  

The Manna team that God brought together for this was amazing. We went in on faith knowing 

the Lord would direct our steps in how to best serve Him and the people of Haiti. And man, did 

HE deliver! Once landing in Port au Prince (PAP), the team immediately set out to find a 

standing hospital in which to serve. All hospitals that we were familiar with had been destroyed, 

thus we began our search for other clinics in hopes to find one to work with. Upon driving in 

downtown PAP, we found an area that had been set up for people who had been displaced from 

the earthquake and immediately saw several people that needed critical medical attention. While 

starting to assist an injured woman, we had an American man come over to us. We immediately 

recognized him as a surgeon that Holly had met a year ago in the Dominican Republic. He asked 

us if we had a place to serve yet and directed us toward the Haitian Community Hospital (HCH) 

in downtown PAP. We loaded up our truck with people needing medical attention and an hour 

later found ourselves among hundreds of critically injured people at HCH where we were able to 

set up a triage and immediately began assessing and treating people for the next 10 days.  

  



At the same time the team was at work in PAP, the rest of the Manna team was mobilizing and 

working in the DR and the US.  Norm coordinated shipments of supplies to cross the border into 

Haiti on a regular basis.  Those runs are now being carried out three times a week with each one 

transporting over 7000 lbs. of food and supplies.  We have been blessed to have numerous 

volunteers come down and help us in both Haiti and the DR to insure the work Manna is doing 

continues to have an impact in the lives of the Haitian people.   

  

Our initial focus was meeting the acute needs of the people on the ground and forming a 

sustainable network in Haiti to continue the work.  We are now moving into our long term efforts 

in order to continue to provide much needed assistance on various levels. We are fortunate that 

we have been able to partner with several other individuals and organizations to further facilitate 

this endeavor. Moving forward, the majority of our efforts will continue to consist of the 

following: 

  
¶ Continue to routinely transport much needed food and medical supplies into Haiti 
¶ Provide medical resources to HCH and local churches to care for the people 
¶ Continue to partner with trusted individuals, local churches and organizations 
¶ We have already organized teams to come in to assist and will continue to do so to address 

specific needs 
¶ We are aware that people are leaving PAP and traveling to other parts of the country. Because 

of our relationships in the Cap Haitian area, we will also be assessing and meeting the needs of 
the displaced people there as we are able 

  

People continue to ask us what stands out in our minds over the past two weeks. If I had to sum it 

up in one word, it would be "HOPE".  We serve a loving God that provides hope in the midst of 

tragedy. The presence of God has been so evident in the people that have committed to share His 

light, which includes the incredible Haitian people living through this tragedy.  

  

We look forward to keeping you updated and partnering with you in this endeavor as the Lord 

leads.

God's protection during that last trip!  

We are now moving out of our initial response and shifting our focus to long-term 
needs as a result of the earthquake.  Our projects in Port au Prince are winding down 
and the majority of our efforts will be focused in the Cap Haitian and Lagosette area. 
With the earthquake in PAP, the Cap Haitian area has experienced a large influx of 
displaced people and has caused an unforeseen burden on many families and 
infrastructure in this region.  MGM's history and relationships in this part of the 
country will allow us address the new needs of the people of this region that were also 
impacted on many levels by the earthquake.  A few of the projects related to the 
earthquake in Lagosette we are now focusing on are: 

o As previously mentioned, there has been a large influx of families from PAP 
into Lagosette. Because of this, we have decided to start a large food program 
to help offset the burden that many families are experiencing.  

o With the extra burdens on families with this influx of people, we have made 
the decision to expand the school and children's nutrition program into the 
summer to assure all children in the village are eating during this stressful time. 

o The Haitian government has put in place new and more stringent coding on all 
school construction because of the earthquake. Thus, we have already 
completed construction for reinforcing walls and the roof on the Lagosette 
School. We are in the process now of reinforcing and making more secure the 
church building where currently Pre-K 1 and Pre-K 2 attend. 

o MGM is excited about our groups this summer in Lagosette. With them, we will 
be working alongside families in Lagosette and surrounding villages that were 
impacted by the earthquake and look forward to sharing the love of the Lord 
with them through our work. 

We pray that all we do will bring glory to God and we strive to serve him in all our 
efforts.  The MGM ministries that were in place prior to the earthquake continue to 
move forward and grow.  The work of the school in Lagosette, Haiti continues and we 
are preparing to host several groups to reach out to the community this summer.  The 
ministry in the Dominican Republic continues to move forward with the children's 
homes, outreach center as well as continuing to host short-term mission teams from 
the U.S. including several college groups during their spring breaks.  We are honored to 
work alongside our friends and neighbors in Haiti, the D.R., and the U.S.  It is our true 
hope that the love of God is expressed through every effort of MGM.   Thank you for 
joining us!

The focus of the work  in Haiti the past few months has been on the earthquake relief efforts and we 

are extremely grateful for the support of so many and prayers for the people of Haiti during this 

time.   The effects of the earthquake are being felt not just in Port au Prince but throughout the 

entire country.   Families are relocating and children are going to live with family members in other 

parts of the country.   Schools were closed for several weeks and are just beginning to return to 

their normal routines.   So, along with the immediate response to the tragedy, MGM has continued 

with our ministries in Haiti and the Dominican Republic and  broadened that work as well.  

   

School 

We are heading into the final months of school and are so thankful 
that God has met the needs for the school in Lagosette  last year 
through your generosity.

MGM Ambassadors give light to Haitian girl  

 

A 4 -year -old girl is back home in Haiti after having life -saving surgery at the Mayo 

Clinic in Rochester. Magalie came to Minnesota from Port -au -Prince five months 

ago. She had been staying with David and Charlene M ay of Inver Grove Heights 
ever since.  

"She's just been part of the family, very much a part of the family since she's been 

here," said David May. Magalie had a lemon -sized tumor between her eyes. It was 
benign, but if allowed to grow it would take her visi on and eventually her life.  

Her mother sent Magalie  to Minnesota from the remote mountains of northern Haiti 

so she could be treated at the Mayo Clinic. The Mays grew attached to Magalie 
during her visit.  

"She called us granny and grandpa from the beginnin g," said May. Her surgery 
took 12 hours. Five days at the Mayo Clinic quickly turned into three weeks.  

"She suffered a lot. But she's very, very resilient," said May. Early Friday morning 
Magalie made the trip back home to Haiti.  



"She goes home. She goes b ack to her life, that's about helping her mom get to 

the market and sell things," said May. But she will be back when she's 11 or 12 

years -old. May says she may come back for cosmetic surgery to minimize the scar 
that is now where the tumor had been.  
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
